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“53 (A). Evidence of character and past sexual history when not
relevant -The evidence about the character of the complainant and their
past sexual experiences with any person other than the accused during trial
of offences under sections 9 and 10 of the Nari o Shishu Nirjatan Daman Ain
2000, and/or Sections 354, 375, 376, 493 and 509 of the Penal Code 1860
and attempts to commit these offences shall not be admissible.”
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“146 (3)(A) It shall not be lawful to raise questions about the
complainant’s past sexual experiences with persons other than the accused
and questions intended to injure the character of the complainant during
trial of offences under Sections 9 and 10 of the Nari o Shishu Nirjatan
Daman Ain 2000 and Sections 354, 375, 376,493 and 509 of the Penal Code,
1860, and attempts to commit these offences during the cross examination.”
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“150 (A). The Court shall ensure that complainants of the offences under
Sections 9 and 10 of the Nari o Shishu Nirjatan Daman Ain 2000 and



Sections 354, 375, 376, 493 and 509 of the Penal Code, 1860, and
complianants of attempts to commit these offences, are not subjected to
questions about their character and past sexual history with any person
other than the accused.

If the Court is of the opinion that any Advocate has raised questions to any
witness in contravention of Section 53A and Section 146(3)(A) of this Act
then it shall report such contravention to the High Court Division or any
other competent authority to which such Advocate is subject in the
exercise of his profession, and recommend that appropriate disciplinary
be taken against him.
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
